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This report highlights collaborative modification of our demonstration software for producing quality illustrations, both

static and dynamic. Static examples include illustrations for all the 3-D topics in Marvin Greenberg’s book, ”Euclidean

and Non-Euclidean Geometry” and the multivariable calculus text by Jon Rogawski at UCLA. Examples of dynamic

illustrations include multivariable calculus worksheets (with Michael May), applets for differential geometry and physics

(with Steve Lovett) and ”Interactive Geometry and Critical Points” in the Electronic Journal of Mathematics and Tech-

nology.
